The medieval
Chillon Castle is located on an island offshore. The moated castle includes ramparts,
reception halls and a chapel with 14th-century murals.

In 2025, the EDF Annual Meeting will be held again at the Grand Hotel Suisse Majestic,
a 4-star hotel in the style of the Belle Epoque situated at the heart of Montreux, directly
on the banks of Lake Geneva. At the main meeting we will discuss and debate a wide
range of current dermatology and venereology topics. The EDF Board has put together
an exceptional program based on scientific and medical excellence with plenary talks,
two interactive sessions as well as updates from our commission groups and sister
societies, whilst at the same time being mindful of diversity, gender and geographical
balance.
